Yet, the combination of zoning
which isolates people by income, age, race, etc. along with
technology allowing for online connection, shopping,
entertainment etc. has led to dwindling numbers of third places
Architects, planners and government leaders have learned that
communities without third places lead to social isolation
(especially for seniors) and declines in community health of eve
